Fixed the Leap Year Algorithm so it correctly deals with Century Leap Years (Leap Century's?)


Added Auto Calc of Today’s Date.

I know that on most machines the initial date does not have the century digits shown, this is for a reason.  It picks up the date format from your short date format in the regional/international settings of your system.  If I force this to a FIXED FORMAT it will mean that either everybody has to use the UK "dd/mm/yyyy" format or the US "mm/dd/yyyy".  As it is you can use whatever is set in your control panel - much more flexible I think. (comments?)
